The Philippine Consulate General in Los Angeles has topped all 

Philippine Foreign Service Posts in the United States and placed 

second among all posts around the world by registering 13,253 

Overseas Absentee Voters (OAV) during the registration period 

from 1 February to 31 August 2009, in preparation for the national 

elections scheduled on 10 May 2010. The Consulate 

astronomically exceeded its 402 registrants in 2003 and 265 in 

2006, and the total of 667 registrants it recorded from 2003 to 

2006.  This was according to latest figures released on 3 

September 2009 by the Overseas Absentee Voting Secretariat 

headed by Foreign Affairs Undersecretary Rafael Seguis.  The 

Philippine Consulate General in Hong Kong topped all posts 

around the world by registering 24,573 overseas Filipinos. 

According to the OAV Secretariat, a total of 221,671 overseas 

Filipinos registered in 2009 in all Foreign Service posts, bringing 

to 592,975 the total number of overseas absentee voters qualified 

to vote since the OAV Program started in 2003. 

For this achievement, the Consulate General would like to thank 

all of the registrants under its jurisdiction for heeding their civic 

sense of duty to exercise their right of suffrage and help forge our 

national destiny through a voice in the next elections.  The 
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Consulate General also expressed appreciation for the support of 

Filipino community organizations and its mass media partners in 

organizing its various mobile field registrations and in encouraging 

all kababayans to register across the Southwestern United States. 

 

The Philippine Consulate General in Los Angeles in 
cooperation with the Office of Bishop Oscar Solis of 
the Archdiocese of Los Angeles held a holy mass 
on 4 August 2009 for the late former President 
Corazon Cojuangco Aquino.   
 
Bishop Oscar Solis with twenty priests 
concelebrated the Memorial Mass held at St. 
Basilôs Catholic Church (located in front of the 
Consulate) which was attended by more than 600 
members of the Filipino-American community in 
Los Angeles. 
 
Bishop Solis, in his homily, paid tribute to the life, 
works and sacrifices of President Aquino during her 
term as president.  He also recalled the support of 
the nuns and priests to her during the Edsa 
Revolution. 
 
Consul General Mary Jo Bernardo Aragon, in her 
remarks, praised President Aquino for being the 
first woman President of the Philippines and in Asia 
who helped transform our nation into a genuine 
triumph of democracy. 
 
A Book of Condolence was opened for members 

of the Filipino-American community to pay tribute to

AT THE HOLY MASS FOR FORMER PRESIDENT CORAZON C. AQUINO

There is a pall of darkness over our hearts today.  The last glimmer of brightness 
has passed from our national treasure and we now feel the cold knowing we 
will no longer feel the warmth of that unmistakable presence. 
 
This is a tremendous loss that we now together mourn.  Former President 
Corazon Cojuangco Aquino was more than a statesman.  She was an inspiration.  
In life, Former President Aquino was faced with the tremendous task of waging 
a long and hard battle to restore justice and democracy in our country. 
 
In her utter simplicity, conviction and piety, she shone during a benighted 
period in our history when a dictatorship held our country in its grips. 
 
Able to galvanize the support of Filipinos from all walks of life ς 
she helped transform a trying moment for our nation into a genuine triumph for 
our democracy. 
 
She became the first woman President in the Philippines and in Asia, following a 
peaceful, bloodless revolution. 
 
It was a movement ς distinguished by the color yellow ς which the world saw 
with its own eyes and that inspired similar movements for full democracy ς the 
Velvet revolution in Czechoslovakia and the orange revolution in Ukraine. 
 
It was during her administration that the 1987 Freedom Constitution was 
drafted and overwhelmingly approved ς the framework and bedrock of our 
strong republic.

MASS OFFERED FOR THE LATE  

FORMER PRESIDENT CORY AQUINO  
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BETTER THAN EXPECTED  

PHILIPPINE EXPORT PERFORMANCE 
FOR AUGUST 2009

Despite the economic difficulty facing some of its major 
trading partners, the Philippinesô merchandise exports 
show better than expected month-on-month growth 
performance of 4.87 percent from US$3.31 billion in July 
to US$3.47 billion in August 2009. Sustained 
improvements in the next few months are expected and 
may indicate better economic performance of the 
Philippinesô markets that will lead to recovery for the 
export sector. 
 
However, there is still a lot of catching up to do 
considering that year-on-year exports figures were still 
down by 21 percent in August 2009 compared to 
US$4.39 billion in the same period of 2008. 
 
The electronics industry continued to be the countryôs 
top dollar earner. For the period August 2009 exports of 
the sector accounted for 59.27 percent of the 
Philippinesô total exports valued at US$2.06 billion. 
Compared to July 2009, exports of electronics rose by 
7.45 percent. Many of the Philippinesô major players 
reported improvement in month-on-month value and 
volume sales.  The MOM growth in export value ranged 
from a low of 3 percent to a high of 25 percent.    
 
On the other hand, exports of garments and textiles 
continued their downtrend by almost 18.84 percent year-
on-year in August 2009 vis-à-vis the same period last 
year. Garments sales declined by 20.25 percent, while 
the textile industry recorded a 4.75 percent drop in 
exports.  
  
A significant increase of 8.64 percent for exports of fine 
jewelry from January to August 2009 compared to last 
year has been recorded. This was due to continued 
supply of silver jewelry and Philippines south sea pearls 
to the world market, of which Hong Kong, Europe and 
Japan were the top buyers.  
 
Aggregate exports of major food products reached 
US$1.06 billion from January to August 2009, declining 
by 5.17 percent compared to exports of US$1.12 billion 
for the same period in 2008.  On a year-on-year basis 
exports of major food products also dwindled by 17.31 
percent  with exports valued at US$134.78  million  in 
August, 2009 vis-a-vis exports of US$162.99 million in 
August,  2008.   
 
The declined in export of major food products can be 
attributed to low volume of production or poor quality of 
fresh fruit products attributed to the effect of various 
typhoons that visited the Philippines in 2009. 
 

Shipments of marine and aquaculture products went 
down by 18.79 percent year-on-year to US$60.43 million 
in August 2009 and 7.25 percent year-to-date to 
US$472.08 million in the first eight months of 2009.  
 
Aggregate exports of tuna and shrimps and prawns, the 
two major exports of marine/aquaculture products 
accounting for an aggregate share of 84 percent also 
reported declines of 12.70 percent and 0.14 percent, 
respectively. Shrimps and prawns is considered a luxury 
item and as such, is being affected by the global 
recession while in tuna the decline is more on the 
reduced price rather than volume since tuna is 
considered a commodity product.   
 
The countryôs exports of ignition wiring harness in 
August 2009 had remarkably increased by 17 percent to 
US$73.3 million over July 2009 level of US$62.6 million.  
 
The export earnings accounted for 2.1 percent share of 
the total Philippine exports during the month under 
review, up by a mere .02 percent over previous monthôs 
share of 1.9 percent.   
 
The year-on-year performance, likewise, yielded positive 
as it registered an 8.34 percent growth in August 2009 
vis-à-vis August 2008. 
 
Philippine exports of coconut products went down by 
29.25 percent from US$88.31 million in August 2008 to 
US$62.47 million in August 2009.   Aggregate exports in 
the first eight months of 2009 dropped to US$464.88 
million from US$968.71 million in 2008.  Combined 
factors of low production volume and soft global price 
contributed considerably to the decline in export 
proceeds. 
 
The global economic difficulty is still around as year-on-

year imports of Philippine major trading partners such as 

US, Japan, China (mainland and HK SAR) and Korea for 

abovementioned products have recorded significant 

decline.

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2009 (SAVE Act).ò  Under the SAVE Act, if the eligible 

garmentôs essential character is comprised of US-made 

fabrics and yarns, and is cut and wholly assembled in 

the Philippines, it would qualify to re-enter the U.S. free 

of duty. This could also provide Philippine apparel 

manufacturers the opportunity to compete with other 

countries, especially with China, for the U.S. market.

Bio Regenerative Medicine utilizes innovative 

medical therapies that involve the engineering of 

living cells, tissues and organs for the purpose of 

preserving and enhancing organ function to prevent 

disease, maintain wellness and to restore or 

replace organ function lost or impaired due to 

disease, injury or aging with the purpose of 

improving the quality of life.  Among the 

applications of Bio Regenerative Medicine cited by 

Dr. Bernal are the treatment of various forms of 

cancers, diabetes, and heart and liver diseases. 

Dr. Bernal impressed upon the audience that the 

Philippines has the necessary tools to become a 

major medical tourism destination in Asia 

considering that Bio Regenerative Medicine has 

been successfully performed there since the 1970s. 

Aside from hospitals obtaining the latest technology 

and Joint Commission International (JCI) 

accreditation, he pointed out the innate and 

culturally ingrained service orientation and quality 

of care of Filipino healthcare professionals, 

including US board-certified physicians, as key to 

achieving this. He exhorted the Filipino Community 

to contribute to the efforts of Philippine medical 

institutions and the Philippine government in 

spreading the word and marketing the country as a 

medical tourism haven.
