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Los Angeles, 13 May 2010 – Officials and staff of the Philippine Consulate General in Los Angeles manually counted 
the 3,609 ballots received from Overseas Absentee Voters (OAV) from Southern California, Southern Nevada, 
Arizona, New Mexico and Texas.  The counting of ballots, which began at 4:00 o’clock in the morning of Monday, 10 
May 2010 (7 pm – Philippine time), concluded at 5:00 o’clock in the morning of Tuesday, 11 May 2010. 
 
A total of seven (7) Special Board of Election Inspectors (SBEI) or precincts were constituted to accomplish the task 
of manually counting the ballots.
